Main Characteristics and Teaching Principles of
National ELT Curriculum for Senior High Schools

YIN Shi-yin

Abstract ; With the application of National ELT Curriculum for Senior High Schools , there will be

a drastic change in the teaching beliefs, teaching objectives, teaching methods and evaluation systems,

which is a great challenge to our ELT teachers. This paper makes a brief introduction to the Curriculum

with the author’ s understanding of it for the purpose of helping improve the teaching efficiency of China’

s senior high school ELT.
