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Abstract; Changdu, a typical Kang-Ba Tibetan city of great strategic significance, is an important
pivot of communication between Sichuan and Tibet and hub of eastern Tibet politics, economy and cul-
ture. A research into its modern development between 1840 — 1950 not only provides us with a case to
understand the development law of cities of Tibet and especially of Kang Area, but provides an example
for the urbanization of present Changdu.
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
